After an evening of exhilerating twirling and weaving, while 
on the way home, how often have square dancers remarked to one another, 
"That was a really great dance." We trust that it has been a very fre-
quent occurence for each of our Association members, and if it is not --
then it should be. What does constitute a fun dance is strictly a matter 
of personal taste and not something that can be easily defined. 

The definition of a successful affair is something that has occupied 
our thoughts for a considerable time. Because we have been active as S/D 
leaders in one capacity or another for many years, planning and running 
dances which are enjoyed by the majority of those who attend has been of 
particular concern. The search hasn't really been a problem, rather it 
has been more of a challenge. Just what ingredients make for a happy 
three hours of dancing delight? Let's look at some of the factors. 

Obviously, the caller contributes a very large share to any S/D event. 
Sweet voiced or mellow, his message pours from the amplifier as the dan-
cers execute his commands. Important as is his delivery, so is the man-
ner in which the calls are blended - and so is his personality and the 
music itself. The caller is an artist in his own right - he just can't 
receive too much credit for his contribution to the procedings. 

The hall? Yes, it's an important consideration - but not a major one. 
Looking at the negative side, no doubt you have danced under adverse con-
ditions - sweltering heat, dingy walls, unfriendly environment, very 
rough floor - and you have come away more than satisfied. 

Ask the hospitality committee whether food and drink   the 
attendance. The answer is in the affirmative if a group has established 
a reputation for its culinary art, but... Have you swung the night away 
when little or no refreshments were offered, and you couldn't care less? 
Or, have you been too full of calories after a covered dish or dinner 
dance to stand up, much less circle to the left? 	Or, did he say right? 

Now let us take a look at the dancers, who are a primary piece 
of this puzzle. Whether they are good, bad or indifferent, the dancers 
decidedly influence the overall tone of the affair -- not on the basis of 
their collective skill but rather their attitude. The entire spectrum of 
square dancing ability can be minutely examined - from high level challenge 
to the 50-basics club - and who is to judge which sector has the more fun. 
Is it the serious dancers who rarely smile or those who goof and allemande 
left to hilarious peals of laughter? It may be neither. 

The next time you leave a dance that you've thoroughly enjoyed, 
one that you truly regret had ended too soon - stop to think as to why it 
had been such a delightful evening. Was it the talented caller? Was it 
the refreshments, the decorations, the super smooth floor? Was it the 
dancers -- those friendly people who made the time fly? We'll wager that 
it was the last ingredient, more often than not. 

Want to experience just such a friendly atmosphere - come to the Octo-
ber 19th "Yikes" Cameron dance - sponsored by your Association. You'll 
meet dancers from every part of the NNJSDA area - each one anxious to 
share your dancing pleasure. 

In addition to having a great time, you'll be contributing to the 
financial health of your association - we need that support. We need it 
1002. Almost from the day •that you began SID classes, -four Association 
has been a vital part of your eniovment. Your Association plays a key 
role in the success of the S/D activity in New Jersey. Come on out -
support YOUR dance.

We had a chance to dance to some of the 550 s/d callers (14 Nationally 
known full-time travelling callers), 124 round dance & 26 folk/contra 
leaders, who all volunteer their time for 3 days and pay their own expen-
ses, and certainly do their best to give you all levels of dancing pleas-
ure. Guess the most exciting part of this Convention for us, other than 
going to the Press breakfast as Advertising Editors for GRAND SQUARE, and 
our NNJSDA winning a plaque for the display of our banners & printed ma-
terials, was when we marched in the Parade of States: Without a doubt it 
is truly a colorful sight as each State's members parade around the arena 
in their particular costume and an announcer tells everyone how many were 
in attendance from each area (The K.C. Mayor & Governor were on hand for 
this spectacular) and the bid for 4 years hence is then awarded (to Mil-
waukee for '79). We were proud to march with the Philadelphia group as 
part of the promotion for Atlantic City in '77, and think our combined 
efforts tallied about 350 + members: 

We are anxiously looking forward to Anaheim next year and of course AC 
in '77, and we urge any and all dancers who can, plan vacations around 
convention time to do so as it certainly is an experience you will long 
remember. In closing, we'd like to ask, too, that you please stand by when 
the Doyles, Mooneys and your Executive Board put out a plea for help as 
time draws nearer for (perhaps) our once in a lifetime chance at a Nation-
al. Heaven only knows when and if it will come East again, or where any 
of us will be, so please plan to help in Atlantic City. Next May there 
will be a kickoff dance at the Convention Center (May 8) when registration 
applications will be available on a first come basis, so circle your cal-
endar and then you, too, can be part of all that makes a Convention ex-
citing and worthwhile!

Arrangements have since been 
completed for a sharing of the contents and the printing costs with dis-
tribution of these new manuals this fall. Unless we've misjudged,each 
area should have a three year supply.

LEGACY '75 was solution orientated...their position being that at rehash 
of problems without offering solutions was worthless. Thus clubs and/or 
associations are urged to press for leadership training in their areas and 
for a firmer dress code; an accreditation of teachers, callers and cuers; 
for better coverage and methods of teaching. Shop owners net at many ex-
tra sessions to lay the ground work for a national assn of shopowners or 
services to promote, protect and police their particular groups; R/D lea-
ders plan to explore these possibilities at Legacy III. Sound like "An 
Impossible Dream"; LEGACY I created the environment from which Callerlab 
grew; set the stage from which a tune clearing house was established by 
record companies; and established the beginnings of a dress code. 

Between group sessions, kaffee klatches discussed other aspects of the 
total picture. Mini spiels to the assemblage told of incorporation for 
non-profit; drop out solutions; tax problems; insurance solutions; Doc 
Tirrell spoke on our NNJSDA clearance program (most were amazed to find it 
works); Dorothy Shaw, a most charming, delightful and knowledgeable per-
son, spoke on the Lloyd Shaw foundation; the 23rd National Convention 
color film was shown (our delegates will recall seeing this great film 
last April) plus an excellent one of our heritage from Shaw Foundation. 

Summing it all up in some well chosen words, John Kaltenthaler (PA) 
said we've only scratched the surface. LEGACY has provided the direction 
in which we are to head and offers us the guideite. Chuck Fitzgerald (NY) 
wrote,"LEGACY II was people interested in helping people make the most of 
what the american dance has to offer the world." 

Just before the conclusion of the meeting Sunday noon, a spontaneous 
committment to the principles of Legacy occured as folks there pledged 
their own support to the continuation of Legacy into the future. We, our-
selves, made our awn personal committment to Legacy. But any individual 
or organization, anywhere, who cares too, may contribute to the protection, 
promotion and preservation of the American Dance.

*1973 statement: Callers and leaders should educate by example, and instruct that appro-
priate square dance apparel should be worn at public and open dances at all times. National 
and area publications should educate the square dance world, that, for the best interest of 
the activity, dancers should refrain from partaking of alcoholic beverages before or during 
square dance events. 

THE BICENTENNIAL 
In order to assist the country to participate more fully in the celebration of the bicentennial 
events, resolved that the trustees of Legacy encourage dancers to make a personal pledge to 
learn the history of the dance as it has been involved in the growth of our nation and, addi-
tionally, pledge to tell America our story through dance exhibitions, media, participation 
events, conventions, displays and all other sources available.

Don't worry if the waist amount seems small, with the 
seam allowance it will be U.K. 
You will have to cut two pieces of fabric to make your 
skirt. The remaining pieces will provide a waistband 
if you're making a skirt, or part of your bo ce if 
it's a dress. 

Stitch your 2 half-circles 
together (i" seams) leaving 
an opening about 7i" for 
zipper on upper part of 1 
seam.
