Instead, en-
courage them to experience the fun of dancing at the level at which they 
graduated and to develop expertise at that level for a year or more before 
they move on to new programs. You will make a welcome contribution to re-
ducing the drop-out rate if you do this. Please remember to provide that 
personal touch for the newly graduated dancers and encourage them to ap- 
ear on the club doorstep with dues in hand when the fall season begins.
