LADIES' SASHES & MEN'S TIES 
Looking for a new way to spruce up some old outfits or 

make a beginn-rg small starting wardrobe look more exten-
sive? Or perhaps you're traveling or going to a convention 
or on a weekend and don't want to pack & carry too many 
clothes? 	Here's a hint that gives you lots of variety in 
a short span of time and packs small for traveling. It's 
nlsn greet for 	 '-̀ 14 r1  color outfit because you can 
use so many coordinating -erints and colors and each set of 
matching sash 	tie is like having a whole new outfit for 
you and your partner. 

This should take less than an hour of construction time 
once you have assembled your materials. You'll need i yard 
of heavy iron-on interfacing and 1 yard of fabric, both 45It 

wide. Cut (3) 10" and (1) 6" wide strips across the 45" 
width. (The 6" width is for the tie, which I'll give direc-
tions for in the next issue.) 

dith right sides together, sew the (3) 10" strips end 
to end making one long strip. Press seams open. Lay the 
interfacing on the wrong side of the center strip and trim, 
so that seam allowance and interfacing do not overlap, but 
just meet. Iron on the interfacing making sure you have the 
glue side down and are in  in on both long sides. Fold this 
long strip in half lengthwise, right sides together. Start-
ing on the folded side of each end, stitch diagonally to the 
raw edge side then continue stitching to the seam by the in-
terfacing.* Trim the diagonal points off and turn each end 
right side out. Fold the raw edges of the center section of 
the sash to the inside and topstitch very closely to the 
edge. Press. 

Now the wrapping. This is a double wrap length. The 
reason I double wrap my sashes is so teat the skirt waist-
band is covered and there is no very narrow part where the 
bow is tied. Wherever you want the bow to be (front, back 
or side-front) is where you must center the sash and start 
the wrap. Now, on the opposite side of your body, cross the 
sash ends, carefully arranging folds, and continue wrapping 
back to the center. Pull the wrap snug and tie in a bow.

Have you ever had the satisfying feeling of dancing in a square where 

everything went just right? Perhaps the caller had settled into a nice 
relaxed tempo. The timing allowed you to finish one movement before start-
ing the next. You knew what to expect with each new partner, no awkward 
little twists and turns or individual interpretations to spoil the flow. 
Each promenade was synchronized so that you reached "home" together. And 
the music - not so loud as to cover up the swish, swish of the feet on the 
dancing surface but sufficiently loud to tell you that you were dancing. 
This, for many, is what it's all about - smooth, uniform, courteous move-
ment to the music. This is the joy of dancing well. 

Right at the start let us burst a few bubbles. The measure of a man's 
(or a woman's) ability to dance well is not based on how many movements or 
basics he knows, but how well he can put them together--hav well he can 
dance those movements he does know. 

Smooth Dancing has to do entirely with your ability as a dancer. There 
are those at every plateau who are expert dancers - able te dance well 
those movements listed in their choice of level. And there are those who 
are rough; poor dancers at every plateau. Before we can get to the advan-
ced calculus of square dancing we must start with 1 	1 = 2. Everything 
in square dancing builds from the simple foundation experiences. When a 
caller teaches the do paso for the first time to his class of new dancers, 
he is providing them with a bit of knowledge they'll be using every time 
they dance, whether that means only for the class or for the next ten or 
twenty years. This is the time the dancer learns the correct and comfor-
table way of doing a courtesy turn. STYLING: It is as important here, as 
it is in any Swing or Turn movement, that the center of the Courtesy Turn 
be the point between two dancers. Each will move equally in distance and 
in tempo. The man will not roughly push the lady but will work to comple-
ment her. The extended left hands serve as a direction indicator and the 
man uses that left hand to lead -- not pull. 
In this respect, the "landing field" techni- 	

ciTNiuLtEci:oring F ie 

que of the man's palms up and lady's palm 
down will be enhanced if the man will simply 
place his thumb on top of the lady's hand & 
TO DIRECT. Depending upon your area, the 
man's right hand may be at the lady's waist, 
either holding her right hand or she may, 
with her right, hold her skirt.

Twirls or turn-unders come early in our square dancing lives and also 

remain with us during all of our square dancing. Perhaps the first of 
these is a twirl to a promenade. When this is taught, the man learns that 
he is not to twirl the girl. She twirls herself-using the man's hand as 
a support. Later will come box the gnat, star thru, California twirl & 
curlique - all are turn-under movements where the girl turns under and the 
man offers support. A rough,hurried move on the part of the man can cause 
the lady to lose her balance. 

Armholds, like courtesy turns and twirls, are a part of our workhorse 
team. Remember back to that first night of a beginner class when you were 
introduced to an allemande left and a do paso? These were the first of 
thousands of arm turns you would be doing during your time as a S/D. The 
important point to remember is that an armhold is not a grip. The man 
does not fasten his talons into the fleshy part of his partner's arm in 
anticipation of drawing blood or seeing how colorful a bruise he can cre-
ate. The comfortable contact is simply the pressure of the two arms com-
ing together. Here's the way it's illustrated in the Basic Movements of 
Square Dancing Handbook. 	STYLING: The forearm turn should be a com- 

fortable, non-desperation movement. Each dan-

the wrist, but not past the elbow joint. The 
man should hold his hand flat against the 
lady's arm. The fingers and thumb are held 
in close. 

Oh yes, we haven't told you what the init-
ials L.P.T.D.B.I.S.D., stood for. They 
were coined a few years ago by a group of 
dedicated and concerned dancers and callers. 
Their meaning? Maybe you figured it out al-
ready.

The hour defore Delegate Meetings is devoted to a sharing of ideas on 
various topics of interest to dancers. All delegates are notified of the 
subject to be discussed. "Raids, banner stealing, etc..." was the topic 
in April & Sept. Education Chr., Doc Tirrell, moderated the discussion. 
Those present were almost unanimous that S/D is fun & they want to keep 
it that way. The objectives of clubs who raid, taking a banner, pinning 
a moment() on the club's banner, recognizing the raiders with special dan-
gles, special admission fee, size of group - were all discussed. Dele-
gates were asked to consult with their clubs concerning the many sugges-
tions tended & come prepared at the early hour in Jan. to suggest guide-
lines for raiding clubs to follow in NNJ. 
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In past past years, the term Intermediate meant some-
thing different for each section of the country. 
"Intermediate" in the Eastern States did not in-
clude the same level dances as "Intermediate" in 
the Western States. Today, as a result of the 
continued efforts of ROUNDALAB, Phase III means 
Phase III wherever there are Round Dancers. The 
past two National Square Dance Conventions have 

used phasing to determine the levels of teaches and party dancing in var-
ious halls. The system really worked. This past August, the Universal 
Round Dance Council used phasing for determining new choreography for the 
teaches. Since the system is simplified and leaves little room for error, 
each choreographer can rate his or her dance before publication. If how-
ever, the choreographer chooses not to rate their own material, a dancer 
can easily rate the dance using the ROUNDALAB Phase Rating booklet. 

At the ROUNDALAB annual meetings, several new rhythms and additional 
figures were added to the system. A NEW booKlet reflecting this - is now 
available. It may be purchased from the ROUNDALAB office at: 3 Churchill 
Road., Cresskill, New Jersey 07626-1698.
