of 60" fabric (cut across in (2) 10" widths). The extra 
0" Or 7" x 45" or more is for the man's tie which 
repeat in the next issue. (ace Fig. k 	R.) 

Ath right sides together, sew the strips end to 
end making one long strip. 'ress seams o2en. Out your inter-
facing into (2) 9" x 222" pieces. One strip at a time, iron 
2 layers of the interfacing (sticky side to the wrong side 
of fabric) on the center of your long strip, allowing i" on 
both long edges. Fold this long strip in half lengthwise, 
right sides together. Stitch as shown in Fig C or D stopping 
about 4" before interfacing. Trim the diagonal points off & 
turn each end right side out. -ress, folding the raw edges 
of the center section to the inside.
