FROM THE EAST: Take Route 80 West to Exit 3413 (Route 15 North). Go about 10.6 miles to the second Sparta 
it. Route 517 South (the first is the business district exit). Turn left onto 517 South. Go straight at second light 

(Shell Station on right). After about 1 mile Route 517 turns left: go straight (Route 616 West) for approximately 2 
miles to the next light. Go straight through the light for about 1/2 mile to Florence M. Burd School on the right. 

FROM THE WEST: Take Route 80 East to Exit 19. Turn right at the end of the exit ramp onto Route 517 North.
