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NNJSDA Presidents’ Message

We made it through a challenging winter. Lots
of storms, snow, ice ... but getting out to dance was
certainly a great treatment for cabin fever!

The NNJSDA thanked member club presi-
dents by sponsoring a dinner for them on February
15. We appreciate that so many brave leaders faced
yet another snowstorm to gather together. Although
the weather conspired to keep some away, those who met enjoyed good food, great
company, and lively discussion.

There was a lot of positive buzz about the recent change in requirements for the One
Square Is Fair and Raid programs, which increases opportunities for member clubs to
reduce their dues (see page 38 for details.) We thank the special committee of volunteers
from several clubs for the recommendations that were presented at the delegates meeting
in January and implemented at that time. We look forward to the next round of
discussion on the NNJSDA dance programs. Suggestions were made at the presidents
dinner to consider Advanced specials in addition to the existing Mainstream and Plus.

A common lament is that some clubs have a hard time getting newspaper
coverage, finding that submitted articles are chopped or not printed at all. Community
notices are helpful, but are limited in length. In response to a suggestion, the NNJSDA
is reviewing ways to provide paid advertising in regional newspapers (print and online
versions) to help spread the word about square dancing and highlight multiple clubs.

The most spirited discussions revolved around the shrinking pool of dancers.
Today, there are about 750 individual dancers in NNJSDA member clubs — fewer than
a decade ago, but still an impressive number. Nearly any night, you can find a dance
opportunity: regular dance, lessons, demo, trip, dinner-dance, Mainstream, Plus,
Advanced, Challenge, rounds, or special program. Each of these is a facet in the jewel
of square dancing. The beauty of this gemstone is tarnished by complaints of
“competition” or “stealing dancers.”

Dancers are best served by variety. The sad truth is that all dancers have yet one
more option: to stay home. Such apathy hurts us all — dancers don’t dance and then
clubs struggle. We need to be open to dancing at our own club, at other clubs, and at
special events, such as those sponsored for everyone by the NNJSDA. Let us support
the square dance movement as a whole, not just our home clubs.

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What Does Graduation Mean? (Part 2, continued from January 2014 issue)
(originally published in American Square Dance November 2012)

In the January 2014 issue, we examined the lack of knowledge of some new grad-
uates and how all are graduated, no matter how little they may know. We also looked
at how this results in experienced dancers’ dropping out of the activity due to the frus-
tration of having to pull dancers through after graduation, year after year, as well as the
mindset of the club regarding new dancers. Now we will look at how new dancers think.

CLASS MINDSET. Dancers in class know deep inside that they must learn the
calls. But sometimes they get too little reinforcement, because club members may
convey the attitude: “Don’t worry about mistakes — we’ll pull you through.” This tells
the students that they don’t have to think much about call definitions. If they remember
how to do a call, fine; but if they don’t, so what? Often, class members are not told to
review what they have learned, because the club thinks this will feel like “work,”
which would then cause people to drop out of class.

There can also be a major component lacking in the minds of class members:
PERSONAL RESPONSIBILITY. | would be devastated to know that my lack of
knowledge caused seven other dancers to break down. But this doesn’t seem to bother
some class members, who apparently do not care that their lack of knowledge is
reducing the fun of other dancers. Perhaps they have simply never thought about this.

SEVERAL THINGS CLUBS CAN DO TO IMPROVE THE SITUATION.

1. Do not automatically graduate everyone. Be willing to not graduate those
who cannot meet minimum standards of proficiency. Recognize that graduating
everyone, even if they are currently dancing poorly, hurts the club by causing longtime
members to drift away out of frustration. It can also reduce the number of guests.

2. Club officers and the class teacher must agree. The possibility of not
graduating everyone must be discussed with the teacher before the class begins, so that
everyone is on the same page at graduation time. The minimum standards of
proficiency must be agreed upon.

3. Class members must be told at the beginning that some may not graduate.
Explain that there are minimum standards; that some people take longer than others to
understand the calls; that graduating people who don’t know the calls would hurt the
club; and that they will be invited to take the class again. This eliminates the surprise
factor. People who are asked to retake the class can be reminded of this discussion at
the first lesson. Such a presentation at the start of class should be made by someone
who has good people skills and a good command of words, so that all the new class
members are in agreement, at the end of the discussion, that this is a good idea.

4. Class members must be told to take responsibility. Encourage them to
review what they have previously learned prior to each lesson. Remind them that if
they cause a breakdown, they are reducing the fun for everyone. If this is presented
correctly with the right words, all the class members will see the wisdom in it.

SUMMARY. The practice of graduating everyone, regardless of ability — because
“we need the students’ money” or because “it is socially unacceptable not to graduate
them” — just hurts everyone. It causes frustration in longtime dancers, who will simply
drift away, and among class members who work hard to learn the calls, only to see the
caller and club cater to those who have not put forth any effort.

The square dance activity needs to stop automatically graduating all who come in
the door, whether or not they learn enough the first time around. This is hurting more
than it helps. Ed Foote, Square Dance Caller

Response to Part 1 of Ed Foote’s Article

As new dancers, having graduated only a year ago, the article titled “What Does
Graduation Mean?” [Grand Square 56.2, January 2014, page 10] caught our attention.
After reading it, our first reaction was, “Oh my, are we those dancers Mr. Foote was
referring to?” I don’t believe so, but I do think the article may unnecessarily intimidate
and turn away our new graduates.

He wrote, “My observation is that about three percent of those who try square
dancing cannot make it.” In other words, his article spoke to only three out of 100
students who “just can’t make it.” Does this warrant scaring all of our students and
recent graduates, who already are apprehensive and wondering if they really belong?

Our first few dances were very intimidating. What would happen when (not if) we
messed up? Would we be thrown out of the square? Would we be shunned for the rest
of the dance? Would they take away our diploma or our half-price NNJSDA card?
Well, it didn’t take long for me to find out. When I heard what sounded like the call
Swing, | grabbed my partner and started to spin her around, never quite hearing the
Thru part of the call. The puzzled looks and chaos that ensued soon had us standing in
lines, waiting to be picked up. To my surprise, there was no public shaming, no
ridicule — only kindness, understanding, and “you’re doing well” comments.
Subsequent dances had similar outcomes. Those first dances were pivotal; had we
experienced many negative reactions from other dancers, we would likely have left
and not returned. Instead, encouragement from other dancers and the occasional push
around the square gave us the confidence to continue. continued next page

As for the comments about new dancers who don’t get it and experienced ones
who no longer want to help, this has a way of working itself out. The lower-level
dancers either retake the class, stick with friends they feel safe with, or drop out
completely. Similarly, the ones who shun the newbies form closed squares and dance
only with those they feel comfortable with.

I suppose we could make square dancing more structured and professional with a
standard entrance exam to filter out all of those who learn at a slower pace. While we
are at it, let’s have a refresher exam to weed out all of those who can no longer keep
up because of lack of sleep, injury, or failing health. But is that what we really want?

Eighteen months ago, | reluctantly took lessons to make my lovely bride happy. |
am still going because we have fun together, get a bit of exercise, and have met some
wonderful, friendly, welcoming people we enjoy spending time with. Maybe | am
wrong, but | thought that is what square dancing is all about. ~Dave Whalen, Reelers

Squaring Off Against Cancer

However, the cancer had spread to my lymph system; the
Medi-Port implanted in my chest now allows for 48-hour chemotherapy infusions.

Then I ran into more complications. After a large blood clot put me into the hospital,
an allergic reaction to the blood thinner exacerbated the problem. But we are now excited
about a beautiful, different, and wonderful new “C” word: cure! My medical team is
guardedly optimistic that | will beat this illness and live a happy, healthy life.

o . As | come around the final turn and head

down the home stretch, we realize how blessed
we are. Throughout all of this, our square dance
family has meant the world to us. The cards,
emails, visits, hugs, gifts, calls, texts, food, and
Facebook messages have helped to carry us down
this scary and difficult path. We extend a special,
tearful thank you to Ginny Platania, who crafted
a beautiful “signature quilt,” as well as to the many
dancers who gave us an emotional boost by signing the squares. [See photo above —

Your support and friendship have made the journey easier than we imagined. We
are so grateful to have met such a wonderful group of folks (some of whom have
shared their own stories and journeys with us) that a simple “thank you” doesn’t quite
express how we feel. We appreciate all of you more than we can say, and look forward

| feel the best link for watching traditional squares is the Square Dance History
channel at youtube.com/user/SquareDanceHistory. This site has more than 200 videos
featuring many traditional dances, usually with live musicians and some of the best
callers and teachers versed in these historic dances. The ones called by Tony Parkes
are particularly good. The harmonica player in one called by Larry Edelman (at about
2:10 into the video) is especially interesting: youtube.com/watch?v=6wL2ucm2Wds.

More traditional dancing compiled by caller Dan Freligh can be found at
youtube.com/user/RubberCrutches. These videos were taken at a pub in Saegertown,
Pennsylvania, where a dance is held every Friday night after a potluck supper. For
more explanation, visit squaredancehistory.org/items/show/802.

At the other end of the spectrum is the Challenge program, where the dancers may
know thousands of calls and concepts. One video highlighting the C4 program is at
youtube.com/watch?v=V38pVxGHWwU. The interviews with dancers and callers,
shown between the dancing, make the video even more interesting.

If you want to see how the Mainstream and Plus programs are danced around the
country, visit youtube.com/user/squaredancetomroper. Caller Tom Roper turns on the
camera at his dances as he travels around the country, thus providing a contemporary
view of modern western club dancing. Tom has posted more than 500 videos.

He interviews club officers and the callers
before showing some of the dancing. Note: Most of Andy’s videos are square dance,
but not all — so you will have to pick those out from the rest.

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Tips for Your Tips
A series devoted to helping you become a more confident dancer

Intro to DBD (Dance by Definition, or Don’t Be Deterred)

For those who began square dancing without learning the definitions of the calls,
just hearing “DBD” is enough to make them shake their heads. Choreography that puts
you in different positions does not have to be nerve-wracking.

Although it is called Dance by Definition, there is more to DBD than memorizing
the definitions.

1. Adjust your mindset. You CAN do this! Breathe. Stay calm so you can think clearly
and react smoothly.

2. Listen carefully. Square dancing is Simon Sez put to music. Don’t assume! In
addition to the name of the specific call, pay close attention to key words such as
boys/girls, right/left, centers/ends, heads/sides, and split/all 8. You need to know when
the caller is speaking to you.

3. Don’t anticipate the next call; wait to hear what the caller says next. Don’t expect a
certain combination of calls just because that is what the caller “usually” calls.
Dancing to a variety of callers broadens your horizons and exposes you to different
choreographic combinations. Even the most experienced dancers can learn something
new.

4. Be open to the new and different. Don’t always try to make things “normal.” While
executing a call, your facing direction or the sequence of your actions may be
unfamiliar. However, don’t assume you or another dancer is wrong just because things
are not standard.

5. Don’t expect a certain ending position. A different starting position or facing
direction will alter where you’ll be at the end of a call. Don’t “fix” your final position
— it may not be broken.

6. Trust your caller. The caller is the captain and your square is the ship; trust him or
her to navigate you through sometimes bumpy waters.

In short, do not dance by “feel,” which may lead you astray; definitions never
will. T will share more tips on approaching DBD in future articles. In the meantime,
you may refer to some of my previous Grand Square articles,* especially “Calls and
Their Definitions: Our Square Dance Language,” “Who Am I? Identifying Your Place
in Your Square,” and “Walls Are Our Friends.” Happy dancing! Jan Thompson

3. To avoid duplicates, use a small address book to track which callers
you've danced to on what date, and attach it to the Century Club book with a
rubber band. (This is also a great way to chronicle your dancing!)

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NNJSDA Liability Insurance
What is it?

“Insurance coverage to protect against claims alleging that one’s negligence or
inappropriate  action resulted in bodily injury or property damage”
(investorwords.com/2793/liability insurance.html).

That short phrase covers a lot of territory. The “one” can refer to an individual, a
company manufacturing a product, or any organization. Another important set of
words is “negligence or inappropriate action,” which means failure to correct a known
problem that could cause bodily injury or property damage, or causing a problem by
acting inappropriately.

In all of this, realize that a claim needs to be made alleging that one is at fault, and
often the outcome requires adjudication in a court of law.

What does it cover?

The NNJSDA business liability insurance is similar to homeowner’s insurance in
that it protects the policyholder from liability for injury or damage suffered by others
on the policyholder’s property.

Our policy provides third-party liability coverage. This means that the officers and
members of NNJSDA clubs that participate in our insurance program are protected
against lawsuits that may result from losses suffered as a result of club activities (for
example: personal injury, medical expense, fire damage, or theft) by persons who are
not members of NNJSDA clubs. This could include losses by visitors from clubs
outside the Association, non-paying club guests, or facility custodial staff, and/or
damage to facility property.

Please note that members of Association clubs cannot be reimbursed for losses,
under the assumption that they will not sue themselves. If a member of an NNJSDA
club suffers a serious loss at any Association or member club event, that person has no
recourse (under the NNJSDA policy) to legal action against the Association or the
club. Again, this is analogous to homeowner’s insurance, which protects you against
possible claims made by a visitor on your property.

Regular dances, open houses, classes, bus trips, and other Association or club
events are covered — providing the organization has requested and received an
insurance certificate for the specific location.

Why does NNJSDA have this kind of insurance?

The principal reason we have this insurance is that most facilities that rent their
space to NNJSDA clubs (such as churches, schools, or civic halls) require evidence of
third-party liability insurance before allowing use of their premises. Without this
policy, most clubs would be unable to find a place to dance. Furthermore, the cost of
providing such insurance would be beyond the means of most clubs’ budgets. Through
a group policy available to all member clubs in the Association, such liability
insurance is much more affordable.

Remember: You will need a separate certificate as requested by each location at
which your club is holding an event. Contact me at insurance@nnjsda.org if you
require additional certificates.

RAID AND OSIF PROGRAMS — UPDATED

In response to suggestions from dancers, the NNJSDA Raid and One Square
Is Fair programs have been changed. Beginning this past January, clubs can
complete each program twice in each dance season.

Raid:
The number of points remains 200. Clubs may complete the program twice by
earning at least 400 points, using two separate forms.

OSIE: The number of NNJSDA dances at which a club must have at least one
square of official members has been reduced to 50% (rounded down). Clubs
can complete the program twice in one season.

Completing either program once earns a club a 50¢ per member reduction in
NNJSDA dues for the following season. Completing both programs, or either
program two times, earns a $1 per member reduction (which currently equates
to no dues at all). The new dance season begins on June 1, 2014.

NEW JERSEY STATE OUTFIT

Square dance conventions and other national
gatherings hold a Parade of States or a Grand March,
during which the dancers from each state march together.
Usually the dancers from each state wear the same outfit
or color combination.

The New Jersey state outfit colors are kelly green and
white, based on the “Garden State” concept. (Examples of
kelly green are the labels on Schweppes and Seagram’s
ginger ale bottles.) The dolls on the NNJSDA carousel,
displayed at each Mini-Festival, are wearing state outfits.
The emblem set is available through the NNJSDA for $7.50.

Vest patterns can be borrowed from the NNJSDA assistant treasurer.

The emblem consists of a 9” kelly green and white embroidered outline of
New Jersey, with an embroidered gold star (to be placed at the location of the
dancer’s home club) and an embroidered “NJ.” Sets can be purchased at any
NNJSDA dance or through the website (nnjsda.org/state outfit). The state
emblem is placed in a prominent, but tasteful, location. Possible outfits (see
photos on website) include:

e Sew or pin the state emblem on the back of a kelly green vest with white
top-stitching, worn over a white shirt or blouse.

¢ Place the state emblem on the back of a kelly green or white shirt or blouse.

¢ Place the state emblem on the side front of a kelly green or white skirt or
dress.

¢ Place the state emblem on a green overskirt/apron trimmed with white eyelet.

In addition to the Northern New Jersey Square Dancers Association, Times
Squares is affiliated with the International Association of Gay Square Dancing Clubs
(iagsdc.orq).

The IAGSDC (and you thought “NNJSDA” was awkward) was formed in 1983
when straight clubs did not permit gay and lesbian couples to join them. It was a time
when it was almost impossible to find a straight caller willing to call for a gay group.
The Gay Callers Association was formed to fill the need for callers at gay clubs, and
the IAGSDC was created to promote the activity for the gay and lesbian community.
New York City’s Times Squares was formed shortly thereafter in 1984.

How times have changed! The association has expanded to about 50 member
clubs in the United States, Canada, and Japan. More than half of the member clubs are
now affiliated with regional and state square dance organizations. Just as you have
made the members of Times Squares feel so welcome in the NNJSDA, the IAGSDC
wants you to feel welcome to dance with us.

Because gay clubs cover such a wide geographic area, we never developed a
tradition of raids. Instead, each club picked one weekend a year and dancers “fly in”
for the event. The Times Squares fly-in is Peel the Pumpkin, held annually around
Halloween.

The biggest event on the IAGSDC calendar is the annual national convention. A
different club volunteers each year to organize the event, which can attract up to 1,200
dancers. Usually held over the weekend closest to the Fourth of July, this year’s
convention is being sponsored by Temple Squares in Salt Lake City from July 3-6.
This is such a big event that a convention guide has been developed and posted on the
IAGSDC website (iagsdc.org — click on “Convention™).

Even though there are a lot of opportunities to dance with gay clubs near and far,
Emad Heikal (the chair of this year’s event and party host extraordinaire) wants you to
know that Peel the Pumpkin is still the best.

PS: If you attend any Times Squares event, you can use the discount rate for
members. Please tell the treasurer that you are a member of an NNJSDA club.

Squares and Rounds at a Dance: It’s All in the Timing

Did you know that a typical square dance has the same number of tips,
regardless of whether or not round dancing is offered? According to our
callers, they need about seven or eight minutes to rest their voices between
tips. Whether dancers use those minutes for socializing or round dancing or
another type of dancing, the amount of square dance time is not affected.

Square and round dancers: Let's work together to ensure the most dance
time possible! When you hear dance music, that’s your invitation to get on the
floor. When dancers get on and off the dance floor quickly at the end of a tip or
rounds segment, the next type of dancing can begin promptly. That means more
dancing fun for everyone.

Non-round dancers, please socialize on the sidelines to enable the cuer to
be heard easily. Everyone, let's respect the time allotted to each type of
dancing to ensure a great event for all dancers. Jan Thompson
